I hope this letter finds you smiling amidst a good day! I am writing to let you know of an event that I have chosen to participate in and need your support. The Walk for Life is an event sponsored by the Crisis Pregnancy Center of Bloomington, IN. I will be walking about two miles with many others to demonstrate my support for the life-affirming organization that assists mothers, babies, and families who are involved in a crisis pregnancy and/or a parenting challenge. 
As has happened for the last several years, the Crisis Pregnancy Center is seeing an increase in the number of clients they are serving.  Here are just a few stories they can tell you:
· Every month, the Crisis Pregnancy Center: serves over 300 clients giving them the baby items they need, provides over 1,300 diapers to Material Support Clients, performs over 30 free pregnancy tests, and meets the emergency needs of over 18 new families. 

· A new client came to our Material Support program to receive items every parent needs for a newborn.  While she was here, we learned she was separated from her husband, the baby’s father, but not by choice.  She came to IU to attend graduate school.  She learned she was pregnant just after arriving.  Her husband was to quickly follow her.  However, his visa was denied by a foreign government that does not recognize the need for a father to be with his baby.  We gave her a stroller and some baby clothes.  She enrolled in our parenting classes and we’re helping her find a church.  As we gave her the most basic necessities, she said, “I can‘t believe how kind you are.  Thank you.  It feels like Christmas.”
· A Hannah House resident prepares to leave what she calls the “only real home I’ve ever had.”  She came to us early in her pregnancy.  Her baby was almost six months old.  At seventeen, she wasn’t old enough to sign a lease or apply for any assistance.  Without a diploma, she wouldn’t be legally emancipated.  Her dad didn’t allow her to return to his home.  We continue to pray that she will be able to stay connected to us and to her church.
At the Crisis Pregnancy Center, your support is put into action through free pregnancy testing and counseling, parenting and childbirth education, and many other client services to help provide baby items such as diapers, formula, clothing, toys, and much more to families in need.
